Bloxham School approaches its 150th Anniversary celebrations in 2010 in a buoyant and confident mood.
Founded in 1860 by local clergyman Rev. Philip Egerton the co-educational school now educates 420 pupils aged between 11 and 18. The school caters for day and boarding pupils but has strong local roots with the majority of pupils coming from within a one hour travel band of the school.

The founder handed the school over to the Woodard Foundation in the 1890’s and Bloxham is still a proud member of the Woodard Corporation of schools today. The core of each Woodard School is that they all share the founder’s vision of a Christian education coupled with belief in nurturing and enriching each individual. 

Bloxham has recently come out top of the North Oxfordshire Schools in a league table measuring the ‘value added’ component of each school. Headmaster Mark Allbrook is particularly pleased with this statistic: 

“ Bloxham, along with a growing number of independent schools, is not in favour of the old league tables which simply show where the brightest pupils go to school. The new value added tables are a much better guide to parents craving information about the difference a school is capable of making to the individual.”
The school is also well known for its music, art, technology and sport. Currently Bloxham teams are national champions in Eventing (equestrian) and with both their boys’ and girls’ clay shooting squads! A pointer, if one were needed, as to why Bloxham is often referred to as ‘The Small School with a Great Spirit.’
