Job description  - Geography Maternity cover at Bloxham School

We are looking for a well qualified graduate to teach Geography with experience of teaching the subject across the full range of the secondary age group.  The period of cover will run from September 2010 until March 2011 – i.e. two full terms.
Background

Cover is for a full time member of our Geography department whose baby is due in early November.  The likely teaching timetable is as follows:

1st form (year 7)  2 x 3 periods
3rd form (year 9) 1 x 3 periods
4th form (year 10) 1 x 4 periods
5th form (year 11) 2 x 4 periods
L6th (year 12) 1 x 5 periods
U6th (year 13) 2 x 2 periods
This means teaching 30 of 41 periods, which is the normal full-time teaching load; lessons last 35 minutes and there will be some teaching on Saturday mornings.  The timetable will be finalised in June.
This involves introducing the subject to both the First Form and the post-Common Entrance Third From classes. At GCSE teaching  covers both years of the AQA A Specification, where a certain amount of latitude in choice of subject material is possible.  At Sixth Form specialisation in teaching Rivers, Coasts and Skills to the Lower Sixth and Climatic Hazards to the Upper Sixth for the AQA Specification is needed.
Although the details of expectations of a full-time permanent teacher are laid out below, the prerequisite for this temporary appointment will be the geography teaching; if the successful applicant can offer nothing beyond the classroom teaching that will be acceptable, but willingness to be involved in the pastoral/extracurricular life of the school will be welcome and would increase the level of remuneration.  Accommodation may be available.

Candidates who do not return a completed application form will not be considered for the post.
Interviews will take place at the school before the end of May.
The School

Bloxham is an independent, coeducational, boarding school founded in 1860, with 430 pupils of whom 151 are currently in the 6th Form. Bloxham School is a member of the Woodard Corporation, one of the few national organisations of schools that contain both independent and maintained schools. The staff pupil ratio is approximately 1:8.5 and academic standards are high. The normal ages for entry are 11, 13 and 16 and there are scholarships and bursaries available at all entry points.

Bloxham School stands in a very attractive North Oxfordshire village above the Cherwell Valley, about three miles from Banbury and the M40, and 25 miles from Oxford. The school estate consists of about 60 acres and there are many fine buildings. The school has outstanding facilities that enable it to offer a wide variety of sporting and other activities. Over £8 million has been spent in recent years on the building of a new Technology Centre, Business Studies Suite, and the refurbishment of the boarding facilities, Dining Halls and Kitchens. The most recent major project was the new Library, which opened in April 2006 and other recent developments have included: a second Astroturf hockey pitch, 2 new squash courts, Music and Art Schools have both been significantly expanded and the Great Hall modernised as a performing arts centre.  We are also in the first year of a new and exciting system of assessments and reporting.
There is a lively, friendly and forward-looking Common Room and most members live either on campus or in the village of Bloxham and participate fully in the busy life of a boarding school. Staff are welcomed into the sports organisation and they also assist with a wide variety of other activities (academic, intellectual, cultural, outdoor and sporting). Each teacher is provided with a laptop computer. The boarding houses and Lower School operate a tutoring system and nearly all members of staff participate, each tutoring about twelve pupils. The life of the Chapel is an integral part of a Woodard School and Common Room offers valuable leadership and support in this area as well.
