 COUNSELLORS

Bloxham School is seeking to appoint counsellors to fill the vacancy occasioned by Julie Jackson’s relocation.
The new counsellors (ideally a man and a woman role sharing) would need:

1. To like teenagers

2. To understand the pressure teenagers face in an academic school

3. To have experience of eating disorders

4. To have experience of family counselling

5. To be sympathetic with the spiritual ethos of the school

6. BACP accreditation

The role will require some flexibility but, in the normal run of things, counsellors would need to be present at the school in term time only on Tuesdays each week from 1.30 – 5.00pm with another afternoon to be agreed.  There may be a need for counselling services at other times as individual concerns arise.  Hourly rates of pay will be negotiable but in line with BACP recommendations.

The base in the school for consultations is in the Palmer Health Centre, which is run by full-time nursing staff in term time with the School Doctor holding regular clinics.  An open channel of communication between the counsellors and the medical staff in the Health Centre is essential.  Referrals from the medical staff will be the most common. In addition, the Chaplain is the school’s Child Protection Officer and he often refers pupils to the counsellors.  For day-to-day purposes the counsellors will work with the staff in the Health Centre but ultimately their line-manager will be the Deputy Head.

Bloxham is an independent, coeducational, boarding and day school with 420 pupils in the 11-18 age range.  It is a Woodard School, which means there is a strong Christian ethos.  There is a well established system of Peer Listening at the school.  More information about the school can be found on the school website, in particular the e-Prospectus.
