First to Fifth Form

Girls’ Uniform Clarification Sheet

Uniform

All girls should be dressed in uniform (school or sport) from 8:15am – 5:45pm.

When in uniform, it should be worn correctly (flexibility shown at breakfast).

When travelling on minibuses to and from school, students should be dressed in correct uniform.

Hair

Hair should be tied back if shoulder length or longer.

Hair should be a natural colour and no extreme hairstyles allowed.

Earrings

1 plain, silver, gold, pearl or diamond pair of earrings to be worn in the central lobe. Only one stud is to be worn in each ear.

Hoops no larger than a 5 pence piece.

Students should have piercings done at the start of the summer holidays only.

No piercings are allowed in the nose or tongue.

Belly button or nipple piercings are not allowed and therefore should not be on display or visible as this would be

promoting body piercings to other students.

Nails

No acrylic or false nails allowed. Nails should not be overly long, pointed or sharp.

Shirts

Should be tucked in at all times.

Skirts

Skirts should fall close to the knee. No skirt should be rolled up.

Socks

Students may wear white socks in the Summer Term and up to Michaelmas Half Term.

Coats

Must be plain black or navy blue with no labels. Blazer must be worn underneath.



Sixth Form

Uniform

Suits must be worn and the skirt/trouser and jacket should be matching. 

Skirts must be worn close to the knee. Skirts must not have a revealing split at the back or side.

Skirts must not be figure hugging, lycra, lace or denim.

Pinstripe suits are allowed as long as the top and bottoms match.

Sixth Formers may wear clear nail varnish only. No acrylic nails or extensions.

Jumpers: no bright bold colours. Cable acceptable but no baggy loose knit. V neck not round neck.

Earrings

Sixth Form to be allowed one pair of earrings only (spacers only in other holes in ears). Earrings: 1 plain, silver, gold,

pearl, or diamond earring in the central lobe of each ear. Hoops no larger than a 5 pence piece.
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
